     Members Questions - With recent theft and arson attacks at other clubs can the Committee reassure members that Liverpool Canoe Club has valid and appropriate insurance cover? Roger.
KS responded with the club`s rational behind not insuring the compound or canoes.  
· We have 3rd party liability cover to protect our members and officials. The Club does not currently insure the compound or any of its equipment.
· We effectively insure ourselves by keeping a large reserve emergency fund, as required by our lease. Our biggest risk is that the compound and the lease can be terminated with 3 months’ notice by either party.
· We cannot get new for old insurance.  All the boats are 2nd hand or donated.  Most boats have no shop receipts.  
· 10% reduction in the cost of new boats for every year owned for an insurance claim therefore virtually all of our fleet would get nothing in a subsequent claim.
· Compound was designed with fire and theft in mind.   Overlooked on all sides with CCTV in operation.  Equipment at several venues, so a total loss is almost impossible.
